(Si son curiosos, esta misa
no va a ser la primera, sino la segunda misa de ordenacién que
voy a asistir e imponer las menos en las cabezas de los que van
a ser ordenados. Asisti a la misa de ordenacién en nuestra
Didcesis de Phoenix en junio del afio pasado, y tres sacerdotes
fueron ordenados aquel dia.) Es un dia increible para Santa
Cruz, y es un dia increible para todos nosotros en la iglesia. Pido
humildemente que recen por Charlie, Vince, y Aaron en sus
oraciones mientras empiezan su ministro sacerdotal.

Con el aniversario de mi propia ordenacién sacerdotal hace
pocas semanas, he tenido la oportunidad de reflexionar en mi
propio servicio como sacerdote. En mis reflexiones, siento tan
bendecido y tan agradecido de tener la oportunidad de servir al
Pueblo de Dios. No quiere decir que no he tenido momentos
dificiles. No sé si aun durante mi tiempo en el seminario que
sabia todo lo que los sacerdotes hacen en su ministerio. Es
impresionante. Tengo aun mas respeto para mis hermanos en el
sacerdocio. A veces, puede ser casi abrumadora, pero siempre
hay la gracia de Dios. Me imagino que de esta manera, es muy
similar a la vocacion de ser padres de familia.

Por supuesto, siento especialmente bendecido por la oportunidad
de servir en San Juan Vianney con ustedes como sacerdote. Me
han ensafiado mucho de lo que es la vocacién de un sacerdote,
sirviendo al Pueblo de Dios en el nombre de El, especialmente
por medio de celebrar los Sacramentos y predicar su Palabra ...

Si vinieran a mi
oficina, verian que me he hecho un poster con esta cita para
recordarme lo que debe guiarme en todo mi sacerdocio. Espero
y pido a Dios que El me haga un sacerdote santo, que ayuda a
dar alas a las almas de los demas.” Esto es mi oracion
diariamente. Sé que tengo que seguir creciendo mucho, y pido
su perdén por las veces en las cuales no he alcanzado la
santidad en mis acciones o en mis palabras. Pido también sus
oraciones para que yo siga creciendo como un sacerdote
mientras servimos y trabajamos juntos aqui en San Juan Vianney
para el Reino de Dios. Y, por supuesto, necesitamos rezar y
pedir también por nuestro pastor, Padre Juan.

Para terminar, quiero pedir que todos nosotros recemos por los
jovenes en nuestra parroquia que estan discerniendo llamadas a
la vida religiosa o el sacerdocio. Tal vez no saben, pero somos
muy bendecidos en San Juan Vianney porque tenemos muchos
joévenes que estan participando en grupos de discernimiento con
nuestras hermanas Salesianas y nuestros sacerdotes de Santa
Cruz. Estos jovenes necesitan nuestras oraciones porque puede
ser dificil discernir estas vocaciones. Pero, si rezamos bien, tal
vez, un dia, vamos a asistir sus votos perpetuos o sus
ordenaciones!

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Sometimes children acquire nicknames in childhood
that stalk them through adulthood: “Pinky,” “Boo-boo,” and the
like. This Sunday was once called “Low Sunday,” a step down
from Easter glory, and an unfortunate nickname since Easter
rejoicing goes on for 50 days. Traditionally this is the day when
the newly baptized put away their white baptismal robes and
returned to their everyday life after a week of intense
celebration. Of course, the goal was to take up everyday duties
with a very new point of view.

A long title for the day was Dominica in albis deposito,
or “The Lord’s Day for Putting Away the Albs,” so no wonder the
nickname “Low Sunday” arose. In the old calendar it was also
called “Quasimodo Sunday,” after the first word of the opening
chant, Quasimodo geniti infants, or “As newborn infants,” a
reference to the newly baptized taken from the Epistle of Peter.
Victor Hugo’s bell-ringing hero in The Hunchback of Notre Dame
was abandoned as an infant on the threshold of the cathedral of
Paris on Low Sunday, 1467, and named “Quasimodo” for the

feast.

Jubilee Debt Reduction

We want to give you an update on the donations to date for our
Jubilee Debt Reduction campaign. In the first two weeks of
donations, we received $4,130. Although that might sound like
a lot of money, almost half of that money ($1,800) came from
just three families. So far, overall participation in terms of
numbers of families participating is very low, and yet it is SO
EASY.

As we described two weeks ago, there are two EASY ways to
give: 1) For those who already use the Sunday envelopes, we
can add our donation to the debt reduction program to our
weekly offering.

2) In the bulletin the
last weekend of every month through June, special debt
reduction envelopes will be included. These envelopes are also
be available in the back of church each weekend. These
envelopes can be turned in any Sunday during the regular
collection, and thus can also be used for a one-time donation or
weekly donations.

Even if we are only able to give a few extra dollars each week in
your envelope, that will add up and be a big help as we seek to
pay down our debt in this great offer, because each dollar we
give is doubled by the Diocese. Thanks for your generosity!
