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This past Saturday, our parish had its first
communal wedding anniversary Mass in our parish. In our effort to
emphasize and promote the vocation of marriage in our parish, we
offered the opportunity for married couples to come together to pray
together, to renew their marriage vows and to be blessed as they
strive to continue living the commitment of faith and love that they
made on the day of their marriage. It was wonderful to see so many of
our married couples at this Mass. We received many favorable
comments regarding this Mass from a lot of our parishioners. We will
begin planning now to make this an annual event in the life of our
parish. Thank you to all who came to this Mass and thank you to
Father Drew and all of the people who worked to make this happen.

Lent is almost here. For many people, it may feel like Lent isn't
coming, but it's already been with us for a while now. These are
different times that evoke different feelings. Even though times are
challenging for a lot of people, we still need to have and embrace Lent
as a part of our journey of faith and as a means to grow closer to
Jesus. It's our time, more than ever, for facing up to and confronting
the sinful part of ourselves. It's our chance to work on self-
centeredness and vanity in a very real way. Lent is our time for
turning away from our sinful actions, habits and ways of being and
thinking and for seeking to return to God with all of our hearts in
preparation for our celebration of Jesus’ resurrection at Easter. Self-
centeredness and vanity are at the root of many of our sins, so
whatever we do this Lent should in some way help us to let go of these
very common, very human tendencies.

Lent may not be the favorite time of the year for many Catholics. This
is because Lent is not an easy time for us if we truly enter into it. If we
can adjust our attitude toward Lent, however, and see it as an
opportunity rather than a burden, this can make all the difference for
us. Lentis a priceless opportunity that lies before us. The Church
gives us Lent to help us make changes and get refocused on what is
most important in our lives - our relationship with God and living out
that relationship by treating the people in our lives with the love that
Jesus calls us to. Prayer, fasting and almsgiving are the traditional
practices we use to open ourselves more to God during Lent. If our
hearts and our lives are not rooted in God and if we aren’t loving and
giving of ourselves, it's going to be difficult for us to have true peace
and joy in our hearts. God wants us to have this peace and joy in our
lives, but at times we cannot find these gifts unless we first strip away
our self-centeredness, vanity and other sins. This is why the practices
of Lent are so important for us to help us open our hearts to God.

What will we do this Lent to turn away from sin and open ourselves
more to God and to the gifts that God offers us? We can use more
prayer in our lives (e.g. Stations of the Cross and Mass on Friday
nights or signing up for an hour of Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament
each week) or more focus in our prayer. We can bengfit from the
discipline of “giving up” certain things for Lent that we might enjoy.
How about giving up gossip or self-pity or jealousy this year instead of
sweets or caffeine? We can give more of ourselves to those in need
or give with a more generous spirit. Whatever we choose to do this
Lent, it needs to be for God. Will what | do this Lent open me more to
God and to my brothers and sisters or not? Will what | do help me to
turn away from sin and be more faithful to Jesus and the Gospel or
not? Let all that we do during Lent, and every moment of our lives, be
for God and God’s greater glory that we might progress toward letting
go of self-centeredness and vanity in our lives.

Let us pray for each other as we begin our Lenten journey towards
Easter joy. God bless you.
