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My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

| don’t watch much television. | never see “Survivor,” but I've always been
impressed with all that the contestants of this program go through for an
extended period of time to win the prize. Of course, there are a lot of
incentives besides the prize for being a part of this show, like being on
television for the entire world to see. That being said, it's always been
interesting to me to see the extent to which people will deprive themselves to
be a part of that program and to possibly win fortune and fame.

| think of Survivor as I'm thinking of this new season of Lent. It's easy for us to
think of Lent as a time of deprivation. It's easy to think of the way that we
always "gave things up” during Lent, of the ways that we deprived ourselves
during this season. As Catholics, we call this fasting. We know that Jesus
went to the desert for forty days to fast and be tempted by the devil. As we
find ourselves in our forty days in the desert of Lent, it seems natural that we,
as followers of Jesus, should fast in some way during this season. We know
that as Catholics, we are required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
and for one hour prior to receiving Communion. We also “abstain” from eating
meat every Friday during Lent. Fasting doesn’t come to us easily because in
the United States we've grown accustomed as a nation to an abundance of
many material goods. We're more naturally disposed to feasting than we are
to fasting. Who would want to fast? Who enjoys feeling hungry or making
sacrifices? But we deprive ourselves for a reason. We fast for a greater
purpose. We do this so that we might be more and more open to a greater
prize than the fame and riches that “Survivor” can offer its contestants. Along
with prayer and almsgiving during this season, we fast and deprive ourselves
to be more open to Jesus, the Gospel and the Kingdom of Heaven.

Fasting and the other sacrifices that we might make during Lent make the
most sense when we do them out of our love for God and out of a spirit of
repentance for the sins we have committed. If we’re making sacrifices that
are, in the end, for ourselves, our pride or any reason other than our love for
God and repentance for our sins, then we're misdirected and wasting our time.
The things in life that are often most worthwhile to do are usually the things
that are most challenging and the things that have a higher purpose. This is a
year when many things are different in our world. Perhaps it's a time for us to
look differently at our Lenten sacrifices and practices? The stakes seem to be
higher this year because it's clearer than ever that we need God in our lives.
We can’t save ourselves, nor can our economy or our government leaders.
How have our past Lenten sacrifices and practices helped us - truly helped us
to grow closer to God and to become more and more like Christ? If they
haven't helped us in this way, then we need to try something different. This
season is too important in our spiritual lives for us not to take full advantage of
it as the opportunity that it is for us to become more deeply rooted in our
relationship with God. Now is the perfect time to readjust our plans for Lent if
we need to.

Whatever we do this Lent should somehow include the traditional practices of
prayer, fasting and almsgiving to insure that it's closer to being for God above
all else. It's not just about giving up things. | believe it's often even more
fruitful to engage in doing something that we're not doing now that our faith
calls us to. This surely means turning away from our sins. This means
engaging in acts of service, charity and justice. Yes, we need to see more
clearly in this season that we are truly dependent upon God. We need to deal
with our pride, vanity and self-centeredness. We need to have greater
solidarity with those who hunger or suffer. We need to be more generous as
we see and appreciate the blessings God has granted us. We need to see
more clearly what we need and don’t need in our lives. We need to unite
ourselves more fully with the cross of Jesus.

Let us pray that through the grace of God and through our efforts this season
of Lent will truly be a time for us to become more and more like Jesus. My
prayers are with you this Lent. God bless you!
